Tour and Dinner

The most important center of the Mexican highlands after the fall of Teotihuacan was Cholula, near the twin volcanic peaks Iztaccihuatl and Popocatepetl and the city of Puebla.  The great Pyramid there, dedicated to Quetzalcoatl, is the largest single structure in the New World.  Towering 181 feet high and covering an area of some 25 acres, the pyramid was begun in Pre-Classic times and enlarged four times.  Seen from a distance today, it appears to be a large hill with a Colonial church resting at its summit.  The interior of the pyramid has been extensively excavated, affording visitors an extraordinary opportunity to view the different phases of it construction.  We will have Mass at the local church for those that wish to attend.  The tour will be concluded with supper.  Note that this event is not included in the registration fee.

Cacaxtla es un sitio arqueologico que se encuentra en el valle poblano Tlaxcalteca, separado de la cuenca de Mexico por las majestuosos volcanes nevados, Popocetepetl e Iztaccihuatl, a una altitud aproximada de 2,200 m. s/n.m.  Cacaxtla es un sitio fortificado que ocupa una colina artificial con una serie de edificaciones muy particulares.

La cultura olmeca-xicalanca que habito el lugar durante su apogeo ocurrido entre el 650 y 900 d. C., produjo un conjunto de extraordinarias pinturas murales: "Templo de Venus", Templo Rojo", mural de "La Batalla" y los personajes del edificio "

"A".

Es estado de conservacion de las pinturas, su brillante colorido, su contenido simbolico y sus caracteristicas formales, constituyen un documento grafico inapreciable para conocer mejor a las culturas antiguas de Mexico.

Thursday, July 13, 2000
Teotihuacan Tour  (Optional)  The cost will be US $20, not including food.

The tour will leave at 8:30 a.m. and return at 7:30 p.m. (19:30).

This promises to be a first-rate tour of a very important part of Mexican history.  Shortly after the Olmec civilization vanished, a new civilization arose in the Second Century, BC in the valley of Mexico.  This grand civilization would dominate the culture of the valley of Mexico for almost a millenium and stands as the most significant cultural influence throughout the history of Central American civilizations.  This civilization was centered around the city of Teotihuacan.  At its peak, Teotihuacan was city of over one hundred thousand people - not only was it the largest city in America, it was one of the largest cities in the ancient world, period.
